“We are looking forward to seeing the
return of our members and sporting
clubs, as well as welcoming new
members to the family,” he said.

General Manager of the Diamond Valley
Basketball Association, Patrick Di Lizio,
said it was exciting for their 5000
members and everyone involved with the
association for the past 50 years.

“This stadium is a special place where
many have begun their basketball
journey. It’s a tremendous achievement
of all involved to deliver a world-class
facility,” he said.

The transformation has been funded
with $6 million from Council, $8 million
from Sport and Recreation Victoria
and $2.5 million from the Growing
Suburbs Fund.

We’ve been seeking feedback on the
development of a new BMX park and other
off-road bike riding opportunities in the Shire.

BMX and off-road cycling are hugely popular
activities in Nillumbik that, particularly during
the COVID-19 pandemic, have provided
positive outlets for those of all ages.
However, there has also been a noticeable
increase in the construction of makeshift
jumps and tracks in the Shire. While evidence
of just how passionate our local BMX
community is, these constructions, due to
both location and design, have presented a
range of issues — safety, environmental and
amenity — for local residents.

We want to continue working with our
community to reach a satisfactory outcome
for everyone. We've been investigating the
feasibility of a possible BMX park at the
Diamond Creek Linear Reserve in Allendale
Road as well as other suitable locations in
the Shire, and are engaging with specialist
consultants. Initial feedback on the project
closed in February, but there will be further
opportunities to get involved over the
coming year.

The renovated glass atrium is a feature
of the light and bright library, which has a
variety of spaces for different users to enjoy.

The kids will love the expanded children’s
area, while adults will appreciate the new
parents’ room and accessible unisex toilets.

There are two meeting pods that can
be booked for meetings, presentations,
or study, as well as a larger community
meeting room.

Following the restrictions of the past two
years, both the Diamond Valley and
Eltham libraries are looking
forward to welcoming you
back. The Mobile Library
is also on the road.
